Who-is touwget group of this project?

All participants of this project will be pro-active young people who volunteer and who
encounter in their work with young people - whether it is about young people who are
members of marginalized groups, whether it is about young people with low level of
employability. Although they have experience in working with young people, due to
poor access to information, new ideas and methods their needs can not be fully met.

Also, since it is the official
language of the project English it's important that participants understand the basics
of the English language in order to better communicate and share examples of good
practice, in order to be able to actively participate in the work.

Timetable of ferry we will send you
additionally. Also we recommend you to come earlier as possible because the last
ferry from Split to Stari Grad goes at 20:30h.

The accommodation, 3 meals in a day, and coffee breaks will be paid by hosting
organization. Extra drinks/snacks will be your responsibility.

You will be accommodated in a hostel Sunce, located in Stari Grad (island Hvar) city
centre.
